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CI/CLF CHINESE FOR NZ SCHOOLS PROGRAMME. 
Background

On 20 November 2007, the Boards of the Confucius Institute at Auckland University (CI ) and the Chinese Language Foundation (CLF) resolved to enter into a joint venture for the promotion of Chinese language and culture in New Zealand schools.

The objective is to give Chinese language programmes in New Zealand schools a real financial shot in the arm to ensure the increased uptake of Chinese in the curriculum by NZ schools. It is hoped that with jointly pooling funding and resources and managing it with the joint clout of CLF and CI, there will be synergy, greater efficiency in delivery and more certain outcomes for the promotion and delivery of Chinese language and culture in New Zealand.
The mutual aims and objectives of the Chinese Language Foundation and the Confucius Institute are served by a partnership and joint cooperation in the following areas:

· Promotion and Encouragement 
· Teacher professional development

· Student learning

· Resources

· Liaison and partner groups

The Key Personnel and their roles to achieve the above are:

Part-Time Chinese Education Trainer/Coordinator  (one-year renewable contract )
The Trainer/Coordinator will:

1. maintain regular contact with CLF network schools and provide in-class support to meet the professional development needs of the teachers

2. liaise with principals and key personnel of targeted school clusters  to identify and establish professional development needs and develop programmes to support these schools

3. develop and facilitate professional development workshops for teachers of Chinese

4. develop and facilitate one training day for non-registered teachers (Chinese language assistants)

5. develop effective ways of networking and accessing professional development resources  including through the CLF website

6. work closely with the National Chinese Adviser in supporting teachers

7. liaise with Language Advisers from Colleges of Education to ensure that there is co-ordination and consistency in professional development according to Ministry of Education Guidelines.

8. Oversee and supervise Taster programmes throughout the country.

9. Guided by and reporting to the National Committee for Chinese Education ( NCEC ), coordinate and oversee the activities in the above key areas:

· Promotion and Encouragement

· Teacher professional development

· Student learning

· Resources

· Liaison and partner groups

10. Make periodic progress reports on the above and compilation of the quarterly CI/CLF Schools Newsletter.
Part-time Chinese Education Administrator
The Administrator will:

1. Keep account of all expenditure
