Memory Swap

This is a fun and interactive way for students to remember vocabulary and test how good their memory is.  It can be used at the end or beginning of the lesson to revise vocabulary, phrases or sentences.

Instructions

.  

1. Give each student in the class a card with a word, phrase or sentence to memorise e.g. an animal or colour.  
2. Students walk around the room and repeat their word/phrase to another person in the class. After their partner repeats it, it will become theirs and they can take your card.  They then repeat their word/phrase which you repeat and keep. 
3. Students then find another partner to repeat their word/phrase to and swap cards with.

4. Students will be listening and repeating all the vocabulary several times and trying to remember as many words as they can.

5. Find out how many words/phrases the students can remember as a class or by getting in pairs and writing down or telling each other as many as they can remember.

Variation: Do the same but only verbally.  Take the cards away.  
Note: Can be adapted for anything
