These four tasks are aiming at improving Year 11, NCEA Level One Chinese students using frequency and sequence words naturally. 

Purpose: 

To use frequency and sequence words.
Learning outcome: 
Understanding the differences between Chinese and English sentence order and be able to use them correctly

Instructions:
· Give the first sheet to students and explain to students. 

· Look at pictures and students practise these words orally until students feel confident to use them.

· Write down the sentences produced.

· Give the second sheet to students to fill in the blanks with the frequency words learnt.

· The third worksheet may be given to students after teacher’s comprehensive input.
· The fourth worksheet can be used to check students’ interpretation of a text by rearranging the jumbled sentences in order.
