This is cooperative learning activity to get students speaking in the target language while working together to complete a passage.  Cooperative learning activities allow students to do real work together in which they promote each other’s success by sharing resources, helping, supporting, encouraging and applauding each other’s efforts to achieve.
Purpose: 
To use vocabulary learnt for the topic 

To communicate in the target language – through problem solving, seeking clarification, checking for understanding
Learning outcome: 
Practise and revise vocabulary for the topic ‘My Country’
To use Chinese to negotiate, help each other, check understanding, clarify, and explain.
Skills:

Instructions:
1. Give out to each student either sheet A, sheet B or sheet C.  Get students to number gaps.
2. Ask students to get into their master group i.e. All A’s together, B’s together and C’s together.  Together they must negotiate the most appropriate words to fill the gaps using target language (Before they do this the teacher must brainstorm with student all appropriate phrases and language they will need to use e.g. 第一个是什么？什么意思？对不对？这个字中文怎么说？e.t.c)  
3. Give students a long enough time to negotiate words.  Then get them to divide into groups of 3.  One with sheet A, one with sheet B and one with sheet C
4. Without showing each other they must fill in their sheets correctly using the target language structures that you have practised with them.
